THE DIFFICULTY OF THE SKILLS ARE MODIFIED BASED ON THE AGE OF THE CHILD. THE PROGRAM IS
OPEN TO ALL TYPES OF PLAYERS, WHETHER EXPERIENCED OR NOT. IN FACT, IT IS NOT EVEN
MANDATORY TO BE AMEMBER OF A CURLING CLUB TO PARTICIPATE.

éSOMEONE (PARENT, VOLUNTEER OR OTHER CURLER) CAN HOLD THE BROOM FOR THE
THROWER.

é COACHES ARE NOT ALLOWED.

éALL PARTICIPANTS MUST WEAR HEAD PROTECTION DEEMED APPROPRIATE BY HOST
CURLING CLUBS.

é EACH PARTICIPANT IS ALLOWED TWO PRACTICE SHOTS ( PARTICIPANT CAN CHOOSE
WHETHER THEY PRACTICE DRAWS OR HITS) PRIOR TO THEIR SHOTS BEING SCORED.

PARTICIPANTS WILL BE REQUIRED TO PERFORM FIVE (5) THROWS FOR EACH OF THE THREE
é( 3 ) PROPOSED SHOTS. A TOTAL OF FIFTEEN ( 15 ) THROWS WILL THEREFORE BE MADE BY
ALL AND THE CUMULATIVE SCORE WILL BE CALCULATED.

IF AT ANY POINT A DECISION CANNOT BE MADE AS TO THE SCORE OF A SHOT, THE
é DECISION SHALL ALWAYS FAVOUR THE PARTICIPANT.
